ABOUT THE SHORT FILM FESTIVAL OF INDIA 2010
Short Film Festival of India encourages submissions on a variety of themes belonging to alternate genres and narrative styles. We are committed to good cinema-- it matters little to us whether your film is a documentary, narrative or an animation. We simply love good films!

At the festival, we plan to strike an eclectic and cosmopolitan balance of films. You might, for instance, watch a sombre, ten-minute social commentary on child labour, followed by audacious, experimental non-narrative on life in the Arctic, followed by a bawdy animated short about romantic entanglements of match-sticks in a tiny box. 

While we had short film festivals for a few years now, this year's fest is going to be better than ever before. Our goal is to make SFFI the largest short film festival in India [last year's fest drew entries from over 22 countries]. We are hoping that this year the festival will draw short films from all over the world representing diverse stories and story-telling styles.

There are two categories of films: short-shorts [20 minutes or under], and shorts [40 minutes or under]. Awards are given for best film in each category. Consistent with our mission to showcase as many great short films of high quality in each category as possible, we have expanded the festival to accommodate more number of films.

Thanks for considering SFFI as an outlet for your film. We look forward to review it soon.

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR SFFI 2010

1. By submitting this film to SFFI, you are declaring that you have the legal right to do so and absolve SFFI from any copyright/ intellectual right violation. The DVD’s will not be returned in the normal course.

2. While films belonging to most genres are welcome, we DO NOT ACCEPT EROTIC FILMS OR FILMS THAT PORTRAY EXTREME CRUELTY TO HUMANS OR ANIMALS OR GORY FILMS.
3. The Final Deadline for RECEIVING the DVD in our office is 15 JANUARY 2010. Even if you have mailed it on 13 JANUARY, if it does not reach us by that date, it cannot be considered. We are not responsible for any delay in transit. 
4. All entries should be sent ONLY BY POST. All postage costs and duties are responsibilities of the sender. 
5. SFFI is not responsible for loss or damage of the DVD. The preview copies will not be returned.

6. All films [other than English language] should be subtitled or dubbed into English.

7. A panel of judges shall select the best film in each category. In the event the panel does not find any film to have the required levels of artistic merit, it may decide not to grant awards in one or more categories. In all instances, the panel's decisions are final and no appeal in this regard shall be entertained.

8. Only one film should be included in a DVD. If you are submitting two or more films, they should be on separate DVDs and should have separate accompanying material.


9. Please label your DVD clearly with film name, run time, and contact details. Please DO NOT use stickers.

10. Please play your DVD on a stand-alone DVD player before mailing to us. Some DVDs which play well on the computer do not play well on stand alone DVD players. 

11. By submitting the film to SFFI, you are giving us the permission to exhibit it in one or more festival sites plus in all other promotional events including TV telecasting.

12. Only films under the short-short or short category should be submitted. Normally, we do NOT consider films longer than 40 minutes since our goal is to    show as many films during the festival as possible.

13. Due to the large number of entries expected, DBICA is not in a position to individually acknowledge the receipt of the DVDs. Please send your DVD by courier or "Registered Post Acknowledgement Due". In any case DBICA will confirm the receipt of the DVD by E-mail or by telephone.
